QUESTION & ANSWER 

I really want to be more of a witness to faith, but am afraid of becoming a 
religious flake. How can I be more of a witness without becoming fanatical? 
 
Making bread is not difficult, but it does require that you blend water, flour, 
yeast, and salt in the right proportions or else the bread fails. Jesus uses the 
image of bread often when he speaks about spiritual things. Our life of faith 
requires balance, or the right blend of things, in order to be authentic and 
credible. Emotion, intellect, understanding and spiritual practice are all essential 
to the life of a believer. When any of these elements are overemphasized to the 
detriment of the others, we risk the loss of balance and direction that leads us to 
"monotone, monochrome" thinking. We can give witness to our faith in small ways: 
a meal prayer even in a restaurant, a sign of the cross when passing a cemetery, 
a religious statue in our garden, an appropriate bumper sticker. Our witness to 
faith needs to be like yeast in bread-present, effective, transforming. When it 
guides your everyday life, when you stand up for what is right and good, when 
others see the person you are because of faith, your give great witness. The best 
sermon is always the one without any words. 
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FEAST OF ST. ANNE AND ST. JOACHIM - JULY 26 

St. Anne and St. Joachim are the parents of the Blessed Virgin Mary. They spent 
their lives worshipping God and doing good.  They had one great sorrow, 
however.  God had not sent them any children.  For years they begged the Lord 
to give them a child.  They promised to consecrate the baby to God.  God 
answered their prayers.   
 
The child born to St. Joachim and St. Anne was the Virgin Mary. The holiest of all 
women who was to become the Mother of God.  Anne took tender care of Mary 
and then gave her to the service of God. Mary went to live in the Holy Temple of 
Jerusalem. Christians have always been especially devoted to St. Anne.   
 
Many beautiful churches have been built in her honor. Perhaps one of the most 
famous is the Shrine of St. Anne de Beaupre in Canada.   
 
Great crowds go there all year around to ask St. Anne for help.  Since St. Anne 
and St. Joachim were the parents of Mary and the grandparents of Jesus, we 
should ask them to bring us closer to Jesus and Mary.   



17TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

 
People have lots of prayers that they would like answered. Whether it is peti-
tions written into the Book of Intercessions at church, requests made of a priest 
or a friend, entreaties offered to God before bed, or appeals made in the 
midst of a crisis, we are always looking for an answer. Sometimes we pray 
knowing what we want, like a child sitting on Santa's lap with a list of Christmas 
toys. And many times we pray with the expectation that God will see things our 
way and give us what we ask for. 
 In this week's Gospel, Jesus teaches his disciples about prayer. Luke's version 
of the Lord's Prayer is a little different from Matthew's, but it is essentially the 
same. In Jesus' methodology, prayer starts with praising God (hallowed be 
your name) and then asks God to do what God wants (your kingdom come). 
Only then does prayer move on to posing our requests for God's consideration 
(give us each day our daily bread). And finally we ask for God's help (forgive 
us our sins). The Lord's Prayer became so much a part of Christian praying that 
the Fathers of the Church (early Christian writers like St. Augustine, St. Gregory, 
and St. Leo the Great) recommended that if a person couldn't remember any 
other prayer (like a psalm) he or she should just pray the Lord's Prayer instead. 
 The method of prayer that Jesus lays out for his disciples includes one final 
aspect-one that we like to forget. Luke's version puts it this way, "for we our-
selves forgive everyone in debt to us." More commonly we say, "as we forgive 
those who trespass against us." Are we ready to have God act that way to-
ward us? Do we really want God to treat us the way we treat others? That is 
the challenge, if we continue to pray the Lord's Prayer day after day.

"Modlitwa jest to wzniesienie duszy do Boga lub proŖba skierowana do Niego o 
stosowne dobra". Tak m·wiġ o modlitwie Ŗw. Jan DamasceŌski. Podobnie 
pr·bowaġa jĺ definiowaļ Ŗw. Teresa od Dzieciĺtka Jezus: "Modlitwa jest dla 
mnie wzniesieniem serca, prostym spojrzeniem ku Niebu, okrzykiem wdzińcznoŖci i 
miġoŖci zar·wno w cierpieniu, jak i radoŖci". To takie proste. A jednak wielu ludzi 
skarŤy siń, Ťe modlitwa sprawia im wielkĺ trudnoŖļ. "Nie umiem siń modliļ - 
m·wiĺ. - Niech mnie ktoŖ nauczy". 
 
Czy naprawdń jesteŖmy w stanie rozmawiaļ z Bogiem jak r·wny z r·wnym? A 
czy dziecko jest r·wne ojcu? Podstawĺ modlitwy jest pokora. ŕw. Augustyn nie 
miaġ wĺtpliwoŖci: "Czġowiek jest Ťebrakiem wobec Boga". 
 
Nie brak wciĺŤ ludzi, kt·rzy sĺdzĺc, Ťe naŖladujĺ Abrahama, pr·bujĺ 
negocjowaļ z Bogiem. Jak rozkapryszone dziecko, usiġujĺ narzuciļ Mu swĺ wolń. 
Handlujĺ: "JeŖli speġnisz mĺ proŖbń, juŤ nigdy nie popeġniń tego grzechu". A kiedy 
ich modlitwa zostaje wysġuchana, zapominajĺ, co obiecali. 
 
Inni majĺ pretensje, Ťe ich proŖby nie zostaġy speġnione. "JuŤ modlń siń tyle 
czasu o zdrowie dla bliskiej mi osoby i nic. Dlaczego B·g mnie nie sġucha? 
PrzecieŤ Jezus m·wiġ, Ťeby w Jego imiń prosiļ, a na pewno bńdziemy 
wysġuchani...".
